In 2010 and 2019, the Japanese government
excluded Korean schools from free
educational programs, echoing a long-
standing pattern of discrimination. During
the COVID-19 pandemic, the government
provided a college student support
program for those experiencing economic
hardship. The government again excluded
the benefit for Korean university students.
